In Year 2, children are split into 2 groups for their 

reading. In 1 group children are continuing to learn 

phonics and have books matched to their phonic 

ability and in another group children are following 

the Year 2 spelling curriculum and will read chapter 

books including Flat Stanley and Esio Trot.  

WRITING 

As part of our Talk 4 Writing, we will be learning to 

write dialogue through the use of speech bubbles 

using the story Something Else to create a ‘Meeting 

Tale’.

As mathematicians, the children will be learning 

about money, including making amounts, 

comparing amounts and finding change.

SCIENCE – USE OF EVERYDAY MATERIALS 

How can materials change? 

As scientists, the children will be developing their 

understanding of materials including their properties and how 

they can be changed. They will perform simple tests and make 

observations, suggesting answers to questions as well as 

gathering and recording data.

In PE, children will develop their 

sending and receiving skills including 

throwing and catching, rolling, kicking, 

tracking and stopping a ball.  Children 

will also develop their understanding of 

the principles of defending and 

attacking for target games.

What was the impact of the Great Fire of London? 

As historians, the children will be learning about the impact 

of the Great Fire of London (including the development of 

house and the Fire Service). Children will learn about what 

London was like in the 1600s and why Samuel Pepys is a 

significant person.  

ART  

How do artists use complimentary 

colours in paintings?  

As artists, children will experiment 

with mixing tertiary colours and 

then paint their own contrasting 

colours picture.

Children will begin to 

understand what the term 

‘data’ means and how this 

can be presented in the 

form of pictograms and 

block diagrams. 

 

 

RE & PSHE 

Who is Allah and how do Muslims worship him?
